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© History of Haeundae

The name of Haeundae was changed from Jangsan-guk in the Era of Three Kingdoms to Dongrae-kun in the Era of
Unified Shilla, It belonged to Dongrae-hyeon and Dongrae-dohobu throughout the Koryo and Chosun Dynasty and
became Dongha-myeon, Dongrae-bu from the later period of the Chosun Dynasty. It was changed to Haeundae Local
Office in 1953 and was promoted to Haeundae-Gu in 1980, then an autonomous gu in 1988. It was designated as a
Special Tourist Zone, which makes Haeundae an international tourism city.
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© Origin of the Name

The name of Haeundae was originated from Haeun, the pseudonym of Choi Chi-won, a great scholar at the end of
Shilla Era. When he visited Haeundae on the way to Kaya-san (Kaya Mountain) after resigning public office, he stayed
there because of the wonderful view of its whole area including Dalmajigogae. There is a legend that he left a cal-
ligraphy on the rock at the southern end of Dongbaekseom and the story that it was named from that time was told.

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The Main Function of the Council
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© Enactment, Amendment, and Abolishment of Ordinances
(Legislation Activities)

Ordinances are rules and regulations enacted by autonomous legisla-
tion right of a local autonomous entity. There are ordinances to restrict
the rights of the gu’s people and to impose duties on them, and there
are ones toimprove their welfare and reduce their burdens. Enactment
of ordinances to restrict the rights of the gu's people and to impose du-
ties or penalties on them should be entrusted by the Law.

O Deliberation and Determination of Budget and Approval of
Settlement (Resolution Activities)

- Procedure for Determination of Budget

The budget is the expected plan for a year's revenue and payment re-
quired for local administrative activities. It is determined after strict pro-
cedures, the Head of Gu makes the budget proposal and submit it the
Council, the main session takes the proposal into final deliberation after
the appropriate Permanent Committee of the Council takes the pro-
posal into prior deliberation and the Special Committee for Budget and
Settlement takes the proposal into general deliberation.

- Procedure for Approval of Settlement

Settlement is the execution record of revenue and payment for a year,
and should be approved by the Council. The Council can not cancel the
already executed budget, but it can be utilized for effective operation of
future plan for gu administration.

O Audit and Investigation of the Administrative Works
(Vigilance and Check Activities)

The Council conducts an audit of the Administration Organizations for
their work within 9 days during a regular session period every year and
can conduct inspection on a specific issue of the works on motion by
Joint signature of more than 1/3 of the current Members and a resolu-
tion of the main session.

If required, the Council can conduct on-the-spot surveys, request doc-
uments, and summon the public officials in charge for testimony or
statement.

© Evaluation of Petitions

(Resident Representation Activities)

When residents ask the Council for improvement of an inconvenience,
change of an existing system, or establishment of a new policy, they
should submit a petition in writing through the introduction of one or
more Members. If the Council receives the petition, the appropriate Per-
manent Committee of the Council evaluates and transfers it to the Ad-
ministration Organizations to deal with after the resolution of the main
session.
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The Operation of the Council
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O Sessions

The Council is operated with activities of the Main Session, the Permanent Committees, and the Special Committee. The regular
sessions shall be within 50 days in total twice a year, the provisional sessions shall be within 15 days, and the total days of the ses-
sions including the regular sessions and the provisional sessions shall be within 100 days, However the Chairman can add to this
limit through discussion with the Chairman of the Council Steering Committee.
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O Main Sessions

- The Main Sessions which decide the Council's intention finally is opened by attendance of more than 1/3 of the current Members
and carry a resolution by attendance of more than half of the current Members and a majority vote.

- The Members' statement needs to get the Chairman’s approval and the Members have the right to questions, supplementary
statements, statements for progress of proceedings, and personal remarks.

- The Chairman has a vote and in case of tie, this vote is assumed to be rejected.

- The items to be submitted to the Council are not abrogated on the ground that they are not resolved during a session but are re-
solved when the term of the Members is finished.

- ltems rejected at the Council can not be proposed or submitted again during the same session.
